Boy earns police award for fending off pit bull

LIMA — It was a Friday night and 9-year-old Tyron Starks was on his brother's blue
mountain bike on South McDonel Street when a pit bull turned on him.

Unknown to Tyron, the dog had already attacked a man and his family in the area. But
when the dog turned on Tyron, the boy used the bike to fend off and distract the dog.
He kept it at bay until a Lima Police officer arrived.

For his actions Aug. 5, the police and Lima Noon Optimist Safety City presented
Tyron with a meritorious award for bravery Wednesday.

Tyron, who began fourth grade at Liberty Arts Magnet on Wednesday, got to skip a bit
of his morning on the district's first day of school. He drew some star treatment at the
weekly mayor's news briefing, earning some media coverage attended by Lima
schools Superintendent Karel Oxley and the right to wear Police Chief Kevin Martin's
hat for a bit.
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Martin thought it fit pretty well. Earlier in the day, Martin had commended Tyron's cool
-as-a-cucumber actions and said he had the makings of a good police officer. Tyron's
actions kept the dog from harming anyone else, and no one will know how many peo-
ple he affected that day, Martin said.

“We hope he considers being a police officer,” Martin said. “He has shown courage
and the ability to think and remain calm and cool in an intense situation. His manner is
noteworthy for someone 29 years old, let alone 9 years old.”

Tyron said “it feels good” to get a little attention. He said he was a little scared by the
dog but did what he thought was right.

Police Maj. Chip Protsman said officers have issued 36 citations since the city
changed its laws regarding vicious dogs. Police can now issue citations for violations;
they used to have to arrest owners and impound dogs, so it rarely happened. Officers
can also issue separate citations for each violation, at maximum penalties of $150
each, the bad behavior can get pricey.

For example, if an owner is walking the dog without a muzzle, leash and proof of in-

surance, that is three violations. Dog owners seems to be getting the message, Prots-
man said, because the violations declined each month in June, July and August.
